Notice is given that Anglesey Land Holdings Ltd (a
Stena Line owned company) are intending to apply for
outline planning permission for the redevelopment

of the former Penrhos Aluminium Works site (known
as ‘Prosperity Parc'), to include data centre use (B8),
with office and research & development space (B1),
and the inclusion of a Battery Energy Storage System
(BESS) scheme, with access, landscaping, drainage
and associated works, including demolition of existing
buildings and structures.

The application is submitted in response to a number of
factors, including the sites allocation as a safeguarded
employment site via Policy CYF1 in the Joint Local
Development Plan, as well as the sites inclusion in the
Anglesey Freeport which is being taken forward by a
range of partners.

OVERVIEW

The site is located off London Road (A5) and is
strategically placed in close proximity to the A55 North
Wales Expressway (junction 2) and sits on the edge of
Holyhead, a key international Port in Wales and the UK.

The proposals would see the site brought back into
economic use through new employment uses in a range
of economic sectors, creating new job opportunities. The
site also forms one part of a wider Freeport strategy and
vision for regeneration and investment across Anglesey.

Mae'r cais amlinellol ar gyfer datblygiad hyd at 238,000
metr sgwar mewn defnydd B8 (canolfan ddata), gyda
swyddfa B1 ac ardal ymchwil a datblygu, ac yn cynnwys
cynllun BESS. Mae diddordeb cryfyny farchnad o'r
sector hwn sydd a gwerth uchel yn economi’r DU
oherwydd mynediad y safleoedd at seilwaith pwer a
thelathrebu strategol.

Bydd mynediad i'r safle yn parhau i ddefnyddio'r
cyffyrdd presennol ar Ffordd Llundain ar yr A5. Bydd y
coed ffiniol a blannwyd a nodweddion gwyrdd eraill ary
safle yn cael eu cadw, i helpu i barhau i guddio'r safle o'r
tu allan, a chaniatadu gwaith adeiladu o safon ar y safle ac
amgylchedd naturiol.

Bydd y cais yn cael ei gyflwyno'n amlinellol, gyda
manylion ynghylch y dyluniad a'r cynllun yn cael eu
cadw ar gyfer ceisiadau pellach i'r Cyngor yn y dyfodol.

THE DEVELOPMENT PROPOSALS

The emerging outline application is for a total of up to
238,000 sg.m. development in B8 (data centre) use, with
B1 office and research and development space, and the
inclusion of a Battery Energy Storage System (BESS)
scheme. There is strong market interest from this high-
value sector of the UK economy as a result of the sites
access to both strategic power and telecommunications
infrastructure.

The site will continue to be accessed via the existing
junctions with London Road (A5). Existing boundary
tree planting and other key green features on-site will
be retained, helping to continue to screen the site from
outside view, and enable a high-quality built and natural
environment on-site.

The application will be submitted in outline, with details
of design and layout reserved for future applications to
the Council.
